‘painting road trip’ around America was the key to a range of new experiences for Michael 
as a painter that also drew him to the heart of the Californian plein air ‘art scene’ where 
the ‘quirky’ and ‘lively’ urban street and seascapes of southern California charmed, 
inspired and captivated his imagination. 

Michael is represented by galleries both in Sydney and Port Douglas and his work is well 
represented in many private and corporate collections in Australia and overseas. He says 
of his work:

ÒTo me , painting is a journey I pursue seriously and yet enjoy immensely without 
thought of some destination or level that needs reaching.  Painting is a di!cult and 
most rewarding challenge in which one is always learning.Ó

Michael enjoys helping other artists and sharing his experience and techniques. Our
